The recent economic downturn and state fund-
ing cuts of 20% have hit Pennsylvania libraries 
especially hard. 
 

Because of these cuts, finishing the capital cam-
paign is crucial to keep the MCL operating at its 
current level of excellence. 
 

The Board of Directors is asking the community-
at-large to help raise $220,000 to complete the 
capital campaign as quickly as possible. 
 

This would allow the Board to pay the mortgage 
balance, and future fundraising profits would be 
funneled into additional materials and resources 
that are now in jeopardy.

Do you need a quieter 
place to work on computer projects than the 
adult computer area?  Perhaps you’d like to 
type notes from a nonfiction or reference 
book and there’s no space next to a sit-down 
computer. Now’s your opportunity to       
literally check out a laptop or netbook for in
-library Wi-Fi use! Ask for more informa-
tion on the guidelines for using the com-
puters, but if your adult account is in good 
standing you will be able to sign-out a com-
puter. These library-owned computers can 
print        to the black and white or color 
printers, and Internet filters may be dis-
abled. Laptops run Microsoft Office, while 
the netbooks use Open Office software  (free 
Office software similar to and able to be 
opened by Microsoft Office products).

ends, that these resources are 
available to the public.  Library 
staff will receive training to help 
them assist and train job seekers, 
and each library will receive a port-
able computer lab consisting of six 
laptop computers and a laptop 
cart.  Each library will also receive 
reference material from Career-
Link and funds to purchase circu-
lating materials on job search skills 
such as resume writing, interview-
ing, and career development.  Part 
of the project will target at-risk 
teens in the city of Reading for 
special job search help.  We are 
excited about participating in this 
important grant, which should 
benefit many who have been af-
fected by the current economic 
crisis.
