The recent economic downturn and 
state funding cuts of 20% have hit Penn-
sylvania libraries especially hard. 
 

Because of these cuts, finishing the capi-
tal campaign is crucial to keep the MCL 
operating at its current level of excel-
lence. 
 

The Board of Directors is asking the 
community-at-large to help raise 
$220,000 to complete the capital cam-
paign as quickly as possible. 
 
This would allow the Board to pay the 
mortgage balance, and future fundrais-
ing profits would be funneled into addi-
tional materials and resources that are 
now in jeopardy.

January, Bedtime Storytime  has run every 
Thursday evening beginning at 6:45 PM, giving 
working parents and others a chance to attend   
storytime with their children. Participants are     
encouraged to wear their pajamas and bring a   
bedtime doll or animal.  
 

A special grant gave the library the opportunity of 
purchasing several Wi-Fi enabled laptop        
computers and netbooks . These will be        
available to adults with accounts in good standing 
for use in the library.
