       The library has completed Phase 1 of the Renovation project, the addition to the side of the building. The public response has been very positive and the new space has allowed us to provide more computers and room to add to our collection. The Capital Campaign currently contains approximately $190,000. This money consists of a $50,000 State Grant and the rest is in an INVEST Account.
         The library still needs to finish the project and would like to complete Phase 2 and 3 in 2010. This would include adding a stair tower to the northwest corner of the building to comply with fire and handicapped access codes. The three vaults will be removed to allow more floor space in the children’s area and the basement would be renovated to be used as office and storage space. To comply with the State Historical Review Board, the front of the old building would be restored and the original front windows reinstalled. The drop ceiling will be removed and the original ceiling restored, all heating, air conditioning and electrical systems will be updated and incorporated into the new addition systems. The estimated cost for this work is about $460,000.00. 
          The Library Board is in the process of applying for a Keystone Grant that could match the funds that we have already raised. All money that we raise before the application deadline in June, 2009 could be matched. If we can raise $40,000 we will able to fund the whole project. If we are not awarded the Keystone Grant we will need to spend the State Grant and will complete the stair tower and any other part of the project we can afford.
        It would be wonderful to have the whole building renovated and the children’s section completed by our borough’s 250th Anniversary in 2012. We realize that this is a difficult time for many people. Any help that you can give would be appreciated. The library is part of what makes this town special and your support makes this library work for you. Library services are for everyone, young, old, rich, poor, employed and unemployed. They have helped people through rough times and help to prepare young minds for the future. There can be no better investment in the future of this community.    
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
